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HISTORIC ELEGANCE MEETS MODERN CONVENTION SERVICES AT NEVADA’S NATIONALLY RECOGNIZED EUREKA OPERA HOUSE

New Convention & Meeting Facilities, Grand Hall Auditorium, Horseshoe Balcony, Performance Stage, Historic Elements and Cultural Arts Center Connect at Timeless Community Gathering Place

(Pony Express Territory, Eureka, NV) – For meeting goers, doing business at a standard hotel convention center may feel mundane or even a bit cold while the Eureka Opera House offers another experience within an authentic cultural heritage setting and a warm small town atmosphere. The modern meeting facilities and services have joined a rich legacy of historic elegance, culture and social gatherings at Nevada’s Eureka Opera House located 240 miles east of Reno, NV http://www.co.eureka.nv.us/opera/opera01.htm 
While the Eureka Opera House is more than 120 years old, its facilities for conventions and meetings are brand new with today's conveniences to accommodate 50 to 200 people. In 1990, Eureka County began a three year restoration and it was reopened on October 5, 1993. In 1994, the Eureka Opera House received the National Preservation Honor Award and today the legacy continues as a community gathering place along with a full service convention center and Cultural Arts Center.
Meetings at Eureka’s Opera House may be one of Nevada’s best kept secrets and according to Opera House director Wally Cuchine, “people choose us because we’re centrally located, reasonably priced with a full service convention facility.”  

The Opera House can provide overhead, slide and video projectors; audio systems; catering and meeting planning services; and is an ideal spot for business and associations meetings, conventions, retreats, theater performances, and other special events. 

The historic elegance of the Eureka Opera House, including chandelier, curtain, wood floors and horseshoe balcony, have been preserved and the Grand Hall Auditorium can accommodate 275 people theater style or 250 people seated at banquet tables. The balcony -- one of only two horseshoes shaped balconies in Nevada -- offers permanent seating for 64 people. The auditorium and balcony provide excellent viewing of the full performance stage, making the Grand Hall ideal for banquets, conventions, theatre, music or any other events.

The Diamond and Prospect meeting rooms accommodate 50 people seated theatre style or 50 to 60 people seated at banquet tables. The meeting rooms also serve as the fine arts gallery for the Opera House's permanent fine arts collection. These rooms are an excellent setting for formal and casual meetings, banquets and seminars. 
When the Eureka Opera House first opened its doors for a New Years Eve Costume Ball in 1880, the people of the mining town didn’t know this was the start of a legacy and one that would continue to enrich the lives of people for decades to come. The plays, masquerade balls, dances, operas of the 1800s were joined by the introduction of movies in 1915, when the Opera House was renamed the Eureka Theater. First silent movies took the screen followed by ‘talkies’ until the last movies were shown at the Opera House in the late 1950s. 
The official grand opening of the Eureka Opera House in January 1881 featured the drama, ‘Forget Me Not’ and in 1923, the original Oleo curtain, an old-fashion main curtain in form of an elaborately painted roll drop, on the stage was destroyed by fire and was then replaced with the curtain with advertisements from local businesses from 1924. The last movie was shown in 1958 and the building had fallen into disrepair. 

     

“The Nevada Museums Association has held their annual meeting in Eureka several times over the past 17 years and has always enjoyed being in not only a historic building like the Eureka Opera House but also being in the middle of a well preserved historic Nevada mining town,” continued Cuchine.

Historic elements such as the original projectors from the early days of the silent movies, the first ‘talkies’ projector, and a carbon-arc spot light are on display. The 1924 Oleo curtain still hangs at the front of the stage. Historic graffiti has been preserved back stage from the early days and the tradition has been continued with signatures of the people who have performed at the Eureka Opera House since it was reopened.
