Located minutes north of Fernley, the popular side trip to Pyramid Lake on the Paiute Indian Reservation features some of the finest beaches and water located this side of the Pacific http://pyramidlake.us/ The photo used by iPad was taken by Richard Misrach of Berkeley, CA in 2004 and is called ‘Pyramid Lake at Night’.  

Pyramid Lake is the largest remaining remnant of a lake system known as Lake Lahontan that covered much of the Great Basin at the end of the last ice age. The saltwater lake is 174 square miles and is managed by the Pyramid Lake Paiute Tribe. Boating facilities are readily available and the beaches stretch for miles.  
Set in the Eastern foothills of the Virginia Mountain Range, Fernley has spectacular mountain views, hiking, camping and a multitude of water recreational areas within a short drive away http://fernleychamber.org/.  Fernley sits in the middle of BLM land encompassing over 85% of the land in Nevada. Campgrounds are located at all area lakes and rivers.  Hiking choices range from deserts to the mountains and the Ponderosa pines. By horse, travelers can see what the pioneers saw when they first crossed this area on their way to the California gold fields. 
Fernley is a fast growing area with its lifestyle, climate and career opportunities. Many Fortune 500 companies have located their distribution centers in the Nevada Industrial Park including Amazon.com, Trex, Johns Manville, MSC Industrial Direct, UPS Worldwide Logistics, Quebecor World Nevada, and Sherwin-Williams. 

For those interested in cultural heritage, there’s a beautiful old train depot which the Federal Government listed on the National Register of Historic Places on June 1, 2005. The Fernley/Lassen Railway Depot is currently under renovation and features priceless one-of-a-kind Nevada rolling stock and various historic exhibits are planned for display when the restoration is complete. In summer, guests can tour the depot, cultural museum, and shop for railroad replicas in the gift shop.
Surrounded by outstanding recreational activities, Fernley is considered a hub for the traveling family with its excellent access to hundreds of activities and not to mention it has over 300 days a year of clear skies and mild temperatures.  For golfers, The Golf Club at Fernley is a premier 18 hole golf course featuring such holes as the "Sidewinder" and the "Smoking Gun".

Nearby Lahontan Lake was formed by the historic Newlands irrigation project in 1906 and is located 12 miles south of Fernley. It features boat ramps, wide sunny beaches and fishing.
